CLIMATE CAMP 2010 BUST CARD

You do NOT have to give your name or address or co-operate with photos under ANY search power - SO DON’T!
HOWEVER under Scots Law failure to give your name, address, date and place of birth, and nationality, if asked, is an offence (penalty – fine) if:
· an officer reasonably suspects you have committed an offence or have witnessed an offence - the officer must tell you the nature of the offence (ask for details and take a view).  You can be required as a suspect to remain for a reasonable time whilst your details are checked.  If you are a suspect you may be invited to comment as on the officer’s reasons to suspect you of an offence but you do not have to.

·  if you are detained or arrested
· you are a driver of vehicle on the road or involved in or witnessed an accident or road traffic offence whether in a car, on a bike or as a pedestrian (as in England)

Inappropriate police behavior?

- When the police act they should be carrying out a lawful duty, so ask them what they are doing and why. Record all the details, find other witnesses, complete a witness form in the Legal tent, especially if you saw an incident that led to an arrest, or injury (take a good photo). Complain & tell everyone you know!

If you are detained/arrested, shout out your name to a legal observer or someone nearby.  If you see someone arrested and taken away, contact us.

TAKEN INTO CUSTODY?

STAY CALM * STAY QUIET * YOU’LL BE OUT SOON
You have the right to have a person told of your arrest – ask that Climate Camp Arrestee Support is contacted.  Tell the custody officer you authorise them to speak to us about your situation and welfare.  You have a right to inform a solicitor too.

REMAIN SILENT   ‘no comment’ to ALL questions before/after detention/arrest and during interviews, for your own benefit and that of others. From the moment you are stopped, everything you say is evidence - there is no such thing as a friendly chat. It is easier to say nothing at all than selectively answering questions. Sign no statements without legal advice.  
You have a right to be told why you are under arrest. Your photo, prints and DNA can be taken, you will be searched and your possessions taken. Give your name, address, date and place of birth, and nationality. If under 16 the police will contact your parents/guardian. You have a right to see a doctor if sick or hurt. You have a right to vegetarian or vegan food. You can have a translator if English is not your first language.
